2. The control of his/her machine at all times
3. Ensuring his/her own safety and that of other road users
4. Their own safety, their own actions and any consequences that

5. Travel at your own pace – THIS IS NOT A RACE

GOLDEN RULES OF GROUP RIDING:

1. No overtaking others in the group without prior permission except in
an emergency
2. Ride to the bike behind you not the one in front.
